FOREWARD

Following World Wars I and II, the Town of Islip published testimonial books to honor the men and
women from Islip who served in the Armed Forces during those wars. In 1982, the Islip Town Board enacted
a resolution to authorize the Town to publish a similar book to honor those people from Islip who served
our country during the Korean and Vietnam eras.

In an effort to include those who lived in the Town at the time they served in the Armed Forces, as
well as those who currently reside in Islip, the Town publicized this project in the local weekly
newspapers, in Newsday, as well as through various public service announcements on local radio stations.
Additionally, the Town contacted such groups as the American Legion Posts, AMVETS, The Vietnam Veterans
of America, and churches to ask them to promote this project. Over the past three years, more than 2,300
veterans from both eras have shown interest in this project, and have completed questionnaires and
submitted photographs accordingly.

When this project was initiated, the Town contacted the U.S. Veterans Administration, the New York
State Office of Veterans Affairs, and the Suffolk County Veterans Service Agency asking for listings of
the Korean and Vietnam era veterans who resided in Islip at the time they entered the Armed Forces.
Unfortunately, none of these agencies, nor the individual branches of the armed services, maintained
listings of veterans by geographic region. The only information that was made available to the Town was
the listing of those who were killed in action. As a result, this project commenced without the benefit
of any records of Islip residents who served during these eras.

For those who may have been excluded, we apologize, as this has been a tremendous undertaking which
required much time and dedication on the part of the Town and the coordinators of the project, and
everything humanly and reasonably possible has been done to contact our veterans and to publicize this
very worthwhile project. What made it most difficult in contacting our veterans for inclusion in the
journal, is that it has been 10 and 30 years, respectively, since the Vietnam and Korean conflicts ended.
The books compiled following World Wars I and I I were published shortly after those wars, and information
about the men and women who served was more readily available.

Nevertheless, after numerous deadlines for submission of information and photographs, after much
research, many long trips to the photo lab which reproduced the photographs of the veterans, and after
numerous proofreading sessions for typographical errors, The Journal of Islip I s Korean and Vietnam
Veterans is finished.

This book is for all of the brave men and women who served our country in varying degrees in the
Army, the Navy, the Air Force, the Marine Corps, and the Coast Guard, who gave of themselves to help
people in troubled lands where peace and human rights were threatened. Many sacrifices have been made so
that our rights and freedoms might endure not only for ourselves, but for the inheritors of the great and
free land, as our predecessors deemed it so necessary and vital more than 200 years ago.

Let us also remember those who fought for the love of freedom and peace, and who lost their lives,
for their efforts were not in vain.

GILBERT BASHE, Private 1st Class

Private lie Bashe entered the service in October of 1951. He received his training at
Camp LeJeune, North Carolina, and later, at Camp Pendleton, California. He was sent
overseas to Korea, where he was stationed as a Rifleman with the 1st Marine Division of
the United states Marine Corps. He died of wounds received in action on November 22,
1952, three weeks after arriving in Korea. He was out on patrol when he was hit, and
passed away shortly after, aboard the U.S.S. Repose, a hospital ship. The son of Mr. and
Mrs. George Bashe of Bay Shore, he was graduated from Richmond Hill High School, and was
in the service station business, which his family later owned and operated. He was 21
years old when he died, leaving behind a brother, Jerry, who served 11 months in Korea
with the United States Army, a younger brother, David, and his parents. He is merited
with the Marine Marksman Medal. (Photograph unavailable.)

WILLIAM T. HALTON, Lieutenant Colonel

Lt. Colonel Halton began serving as a pilot with the United States Air Force during
World War II with various outfits, and received many awards for heroic combat missions,
and meritorious achievement. From February of 1950 until September of 1951 he was
stationed with the 3525th Maintenance and Supply Group in Arizona. From September of 1951
until March of 1952 he was st.ationed with Headquarters Company, 136th Fighter Bomber
Group. In March of 1952, he was Deputy Wing Commander with Headquarters and Headquarters
Squadron, 18th Fighter Bomber Wing of the United States Air Force, and was listed as
"killed in action" in Korea on December 31,1953. Born on July 17,1917, he resided in
Islip with his family. He received the Distinguished Flying Cross, the Air Medal with
four Bronze Oak Leaf Clusters and two Silver Oak Leaf Clusters, the Distinguished Service
Cross, the Silver Star, the Distinguished Unit Citation with one Bronze Oak Leaf Cluster,
the National Defense Service Medal, the Korean Service Medal with three Bronze Service
Stars, and a Purple Heart. (Photograph unavailable.)

ELPIDIO RODRIQUES, JR., Private 1st Class

Private llc Rodriques served with the 1st Marine Division of the United States Marine
Corps, and was stationed in Korea. He was born on September 24, 1930, and resided in Bay
Shore. He received the United Nations Service Medal, the Korean Presidential Unit
Citation for service from 1950 until 1953, the Korean Service Medal with one Bronze
Service Star, the Navy Unit Commendation Medal for service in Korea from 1952 until 1953,
and the Purple Heart for wounds received in action against the enemy in Korea on February
22, 1953, resulting in his death. (Photograph unavailable.)

PAUL O. HERMAN, Corporal

Corporal Herman enlisted in the United states Army in September of 1950, and became a
tank crewman with a medium tank battalion with the 3rd Armored Division at Fort Knox,
Kentucky. A member of a recoilless rifle team with the 17th Regimental Combat Group, he
arrived in Korea in March of 1951, after being in the Army only nine months, and was
assigned to F Company, 17th Infantry, Buffalo Regiment, 9th Division. Paul, 19, was
killed instantly by a rifle shot on June 1, 1951, in the service of his country in a
courageous attack against the enemy, in the struggle to preserve freedom. Born on Novem­
ber 8, 1931, he resided in Elmhurst, New York, where he attended the public schools, was
graduated from high school in Florida, and was employed by a printer in New York City.
His family has resided in West Islip for more than 30 years. Merited with the Purple
Heart, and the oldest of six children, he left behind his brother, Charlie, four sisters,
Dorothy, Elaine, Janet, and Virginia, and his parents, Jean, and PaulO., Sr.

ROBERT M. RITTER, Corporal

Corporal Ritter served from 1949 until 1950 with the United States Army, and was
stationed up at the front lines of Korea. He received his training at Fort Benning,
Georgia, and was sent immediately to Korea. Two months later he was reported as "missing
in action" on November 26, 1950, and was listed as "killed in action" in December of
1983. Originally from Sayville, where he was graduated from Sayville High School in 1949,
he was born on June 26, 1931. He had resided in Bohemia.

His father entered West Point in 1928, served in World
War II and Korea, and retired a Regular Army Colonel. He is survived by his mother, his
brothers, Edward Jr., and Robert, both West Point graduates, Jimmy, Donald, his sisters,
Maureen,. Kathleen, and Elizabeth, his wife, and two daughters, Diana and Katie, who he had
never seen. The Disabled American Veterans Lt. Thomas C. Bu rke Chapter No. 173, in
Sayville, was so named and dedicated on May 27,1977.
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STEVEN A. BUTLER, Private 1st Class

Private lie Butler began serving in the United states Marine Corps in August of 1967.
He was born on September 30, 1948, resided in Bay Shore with his parents, and was grad­
uated from Bay Shore High School in 1967. He volunteered for duty in Vietnam, and served
with K Company, 3rd Battalion, 9th Marines, 3rd Marine Division, FMF, of the United States
Marine Corps, and was stationed primarily outside of Da Nang, Vietnam. On July 17, 1968,
he was killed while heroically and unselfishly defending his unit when it came under heavy
fire by a reinforced North Vietnamese Army company in the vicinity of Quang Tri, Vietnam.
He is merited with the Rifle Marksman Badge, the Republic of Vietnam Campaign Medal, the
Republic of Vietnam Meritorious Unit Citation (Gallantry Cross Color), the Vietnam Service
Medal with three Bronze Service Stars, the National Defense Service Medal, the Good
Conduct Medal, the Meritorious Unit Commendation, the Combat Action Ribbon, the Purple
Heart for wounds received in action against the enemy in Vietnam on April 30, 1968, and a
Purple Heart (Gold Star in Lieu of a Second Award) for a wound received in action against
the enemy in Vietnam on July 17, 1968, which resulted in his death. Posthumously, he was
awarded the Bronze Star Medal with Combat "V" for Heroic Achievement in Vietnam on July
17, 1968, by the President of the United States, "For heroic achievement in connection
with operations against the enemy in the Republic of Vietnam while serving as a Rifleman
with Company K, Third Battalion, Ninth Marines, Third Marine Division. On 17 July 1968,
while occupying a defensive perimeter, Private First Class Butler's unit came under attack
by a reinforced North Vietnamese Army company .•• Private First Class Butler's courage,
bold initiative and selfless devotion to duty were in keeping with the highest traditions
of the Marine Corps and the United States Naval Service. He gallantly gave his life in
the service of his country." He is survived by his parents, Mr. and Mrs. William A.
Butler, his brother, Michael, and his sister, Joanne.

MICHAEL CACCIUTTOLO, Private 1st Class

Private llc Cacciuttolo began serving in October of 1967 with the United States Army,
and was stationed in Vietnam with Headquarters Company, 25th Infantry Division.

JOHN J. KEDENBURG, Specialist 5th Class

Specialist 5 Kedenburg began serving in the United states Army in January of 1966, and
was stationed in Vietnam. Born on July 31, 1946, he resided in Central Islip, but was
graduated from Baldwin High School in 1964. He received the Purple Heart, the National
Defense Service Medal, the Vietnam Service Medal, the Republic of Vietnam Campaign Medal,
the Combat Infantry Badge, and the Parachutist Badge. He was killed in action against the
enemy on June 14, 1968. On that day, he was assigned to Command and Control Detachment
North, Forward Operating Base 2, 5th Special Forces Group (Airborne), 1st Special Forces
of the United states Army. While serving as advisor to a long range reconnaissance team
of South Vietnamese irregular troops, Specialist Kedenburg's team was conducting counter­
guerilla operations deep inside enemy-held territory. Before completing the day's
mission, the team was attacked and surrounded by a battalion-sized North Vietnamese Army
force. Assuming immediate command, Specialist Kedenburg and the team succeeded in
breaking out of the enemy encirclement and moved to a location from which they would be
extracted by helicopter from the thick, enemy-held jungle. Conducting a rear guard fight
against the pursuing North Vietnamese, Kedenburg called for tactical air support and
rescue helicopters, and the team was able to reach a pre-selected landing area with the
loss of only one man, who remained unaccounted for. At the landing zone, Kedenburg
deployed the team into a perimeter defense against the enemy force, and when the tactical
air support arrived, he skillfully directed air strikes against the enemy, enabling the
helicopters to hover over the area and drop the slings used to extract the team from the
area. Once half of the team was removed, Kedenburg and the remaining three team members
harnessed themselves into the sling on a second hovering helicopter. Before the
helicopter was to lift them from the area, the team member who had been unaccounted for
appeared in the landing zone. Specialist Kedenburg unselfishly and unhesitantly gave up
his place in the sling to the previously missing team member, and instructed the
helicopter pilot to leave the area. He continued to engage the overwhelming enemy into
the landing zone, killing six enemy soldiers before he was overpowered. His courage,
leadership, and willing self-sacrifice enabled his small team to inflict heavy casualties
on the enemy and escape almost certain annihilation. "For conspicuous gallantry and
intrepidity in action at the risk of his life above and beyond the call of duty,"
Specialist 5 Kedenburg was posthumously awarded the Congressional Medal of Honor, and the
Bronze Star Medal. (Photograph unavailable.)

Private lie Scolnick began serving with the United states Marine Corps in 1968. Born

on November 8, 1948, he resided in Brentwood where he was graduated from Brentwood High
School, and attended Suffolk County Community College for one year.

According to lists obtained from the N.Y.S. Division
of Veterans Affairs, however, Staff Sergeant Nidds was among those on the "List of
casualties incurred by U.S. military personnel in connection with the conflict in
Viet-Nam," and his death was recorded as October 31, 1973, "resulting from hostile
action."

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ADDRESS BY THE PRESIDENT

TO THE NA'TION
The Oval Office

October 27, 1983
8:00 p.m. EDT

THE PRESIDENT: My fellow Americans,
some two months ago we were shocked by the
brutal massacre of 269 men, women and
children, more than 60 of them Americans,
in the shooting down of a Korean airliner.

Now, in these past several days,
violence has erupted again, in Lebanon and
Grenada. In Lebanon, we have some 1,600
Marines, part of a multinational force
that's trying to help the people of Lebanon
restore order and stability to that
troubled land. Our Marines are assigned to
the south of the city of Beirut, near the
only airport operating in Lebanon. Just a
mile or so to the north is the Italian
contingent and not far from them, the
French and a company of British soldiers.

This past Sunday, at 22 minutes after
6 Beirut time, with dawn just breaking, a
truck, looking like a lot of other vehicles
in the city, approached the airport on a
bUSy, main road. There was nothing in its
appearance to suggest it was any differen t
than the trucks or cars that were normally
seen on and around the airport. But this
one was different. At the wheel was a
young man on a suicide mission. The truck
carried some 2,000 pounds of explosives.
But there was no way our Marine guards
could know this. Their first warning that
something was wrong came when the truck
crashed through a series of barriers,
including a chain-link fence and barbed
wire entanglements. The guards opened
fire; but it was too late. Tte trucJe
smashed through the doors of the head­
quarters building in which our Marines were
sleeping and instantly exploded. The
four-story concrete building collapsed in a
pile of rubble.

More than 200 of the sleeping men were
killed in that one hideous, insane attack.
Many others suffered injury and are hospi­
talized here or in Europe.

This was not the end of the horror.
At almost the same instant, another vehicle
on a suicide and murder mission, crashed
into the headquarters of the French peace­
keeping force, an eight-story building,
destroying and killing more than 50 French
soldi~rs.

Prior to this day of horror; there had
been several tragedies for our men in the
multinational force, attacks by snipers and
mortar fire had taken their toll. I called
bereaved parents and/or widows of the
victims to express on behalf of all of us
our sorrow and sympathy.

Sometimes there were questions. And
now many of you are asking: Why should our
young men be dying in Lebanon? Why is
Lebanon important to us?

Well, it's true, Lebanon is a small
country, more than five-and-a-half thousand
miles from our shores on the edge of what
we call the Middle East. But every Presi­
dent who has occupied this office in recent
years has recognized that peace in the
Middle East is of vital concern to our
nation and, indeed, to our allies in
Western Europe and Japan. We have been
concerned because the Middle East is a
powder keg; four times in the last 30
years, the Arabs and Israelis have gone to
war. And each time, the world has teetered
near the edge of catastrophe. The area is
key to the economic and political life of
the West. Its strategic importance, its
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energy resources, the Suez Canal, and the
well being of the nearly 200 million people
living there -- all are vital to us and to
world peace. If that key should fall into
the hands of a power or powers hostile to
the free world, there would be a direct
threat to the United States and to our
Allies.

We have another reason to be involved.
Since 1948, our Nation has recognized and
accepted a moral obligation to assure the
continued existence of Israel as a nation.
Israel shares our democratic values, and is
a formidable force an invader of the Middle
East would have to reckon with.

For several years, Lebanon has been
torn by internal strife. Once a prospe­
rous, peaceful nation, its government had
become ineffective in controlling the
militias that warred on each other.

Sixteen months ago, we were watching on
our T.V. screens the shelling and bombing
of Beirut which was being used as a for­
tress by P.L.O. bands. Hundreds and
hundreds of civilians were being killed and
wounded in the daily battles. Syria, which
makes no secret of its claim that Lebanon
should be a part of a greater Syria, was
occupying a large part of Lebanon. Today,
Syria has become a home for 7,000 Soviet
advisors and technicians who man a massive
amount of Soviet weaponry, including SS-21
ground-to-ground missiles capable of
reaching vital areas of Israel.

A little over a year ago, hoping to
build on the Camp David Accords which had
led to peace between Israel and Egypt, I
proposed a peace plan for the Middle East
to end the wars between the Arab states and
Israel. It was based on U.N. resolutions
242 and 338, and called for a fair and just
solution to the Palestinian problem, as
well as a fair and just settlement of
issues between the Arab states and Israel.

Before the necessary negotiations could
begin, it was essential to get all foreign
forces out of Lebanon to end the fighting
there. So, why are we there? Well, the

answer is straightforward: to help bring
peace to Lebanon and stability to the vital
Middle East. To that end, the multi­
national force was created to help stabi­
lize the situation in Lebanon until a
government could be established and a
Lebanese army mobilized to restore Lebanese
sovereignty over its own soil as the
foreign forces withdrew. Israel agreed to
withdraw as did Syria, but Syria then
reneged on its promise. Over 10,000
Palestinians who had been bringing ruin
down on Beirut, however, did leave the
country.

Lebanon has formed a government under
the leadership of President GemayeI. And
that government, with our assistance and
training, has set up its own army. In only
a year's time, that army has been rebuilt.
It is a good army composed of Lebanese of
all factions.

A few weeks ago, the Israeli army
pul~ed back to the Awali River in southern
Lebanon. Despite fierce resistance by
Syrian-backed forces, the Lebanese army was
able to hold the line and maintain a
defensive perimeter around Beirut.

In the year that our Marines have been
there, Lebanon has made important steps
toward stability and order. The physical
presence of the Marines lends support to
both the Lebanese government and its army.
It allows the hard work of diplomacy to go
forward. Indeed, without the peacekeepers
from the U.S., France, Italy, and Britain,
the efforts to find a peaceful solution in
Lebanon would collapse.

As to that narrower question -- What
exactly is the operational mission of the
Marines? The answer is, to secure a peace
of Beirut, to keep order in their sector,
and to prevent the area from becoming a
battlefield. Our Marines are not just
sitting in an airport. Part of their task
is to guard that airport. Because of their
presence, the airport has remained opera­
tional. In addition, they patrol the
surrounding area. This is their part-­
a limited, but essential part in the
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We 11, we'll do everything we can to
ensure that our men are as safe as
possible. We ordered the battleship New
Jersey to join our naval forces offshore.
Without even firing them, the threat of its
16-inch guns silence those who once fired
down on our Marines from the hills. And
they're a good part of the reason we
suddenly had a cease-fire. We're doing our
best to make our forces less vulnerable to
those who want to snipe at them or send in
future suicide missions.

What can we do now to help Lebanon gain
greater stability so that our Marines can
come home? Well, I believe we can take
three steps now that will make a dif­
ference. First, we will accelerate the
search for peace and stability in that
region. Little attention has been paid to
the fact that we've had special envoys
there working, literally, around the clock
to bring the warring factions together.
This coming Monday in Geneva, President
Gemayel of Lebanon will sit down with other
factions from his country to see if na­
tional reconciliation can be achieved. He
has our firm support. I will soon be
announcing a replacement for Bud McFarlane
who was preceded by Phil Habib. Both
worked tirelessly, and must be credited for
much if not most of the progress we've
made.

Secretary Shultz called me today from
Europe, where he was meeting with the
Foreign Ministers of our allies in the
multinational force. They remain committed
to our task. And plans were made to share
information as to how we can improve
security for all our men.

We have strong circumstantial evidence
that the attac]< on the Marines was directed
by terrorists who used the same method to
destroy our Embassy in Beirut. Those who
directed this atrocity must be dealt
justice. And they will be. The obvious
purpose behind the sniping and, now, this
a t tack was to weaken American will, and
force the withdrawal of U. S. and French
forces from Lebanon. The clear intent of
the terrorists was to eliminate our support
of the Lebanese government, and to destroy
the ability of the Lebanese people to
determine their own destiny.

To answer those who ask if we're
serving any purpose in being there, let me
answer a question with a question. Would
the terrorists have launched their suicide
attacks against the multinational force if
it were not doing its job? The multi­
national force was attacked precisely
because it is doing the job it was sent to
do in Beirut. It is accomplishing its
mission.

Now, then, where do we go from here?

Second, we'll work even more closely
with our allies in providing support of the
government of Lebanon, and for the re­
building of a national consensus.

Third, we will ensure that the multi­
national peacekeeping forces, our Marines,
are given the greatest possible protection.
Our Commandant of the Marine Corps, General
Kelley, returned from Lebanon today and
will be advising us on steps we can take to
improve security.

Vice President Bush returned just last
night from Beirut and gave me a full report
of his brief visit.

Beyond our progress in Lebanon, let us
remember that our main goal and purpose is
to achieve a broader peace in all of the
Middle East. The factions and bitterness
that we see in Lebanon are just a microcosm
of the difficulties that are spread across
much of that region.

A peace initiative for the entire
Middle East, consistent with Camp David
Accords and U.N. Resolutions 242 and 338,
still offers the best hope for bringing
peace to the region.

Let me ask those who say we should get
out of Lebanon: If we were to leave
Lebanon now, what message would that send
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to those ~ho foment instability and terror­
ism?

If America were to walk away from
Lebanon, what chance would there be for a
negotiated settlement producing a unified
democratic Lebanon?

If we turned our backs on Lebanon now,
what would be the future of Israel? At
stake is the fate of only the second Arab
country to negotiate a major agreement with
Israel. That's another accomplishment of
this past year, the May 17th Accord signed
by Lebanon and Israel.

If terrorism and intimidation succeed,
it will be a devastating blow to the peace
process and to Israel's search for genuine
security. It won't just be Lebanon
sentenced to a future of chaos. Can the
United States, or the free world, for that
matter, stand by and see the Middle East
incorporated into the Soviet bloc? ~fuat of
Western Europe and Japan's dependence on
Middle East oil for the energy to fuel
their industries? The Middle East is, as
I've said, vital to our national security
and economic well being.

Brave young men have been taken from
us. Many others have been greviously
woundea. Are we to tell them their sacri­
fice was wasted? They gave their lives in
defense of our national security every bit
as much as any man who ever died fighting
in a war. We must not strip every ounce of
meaning and purpose from their courageous
sacrifice.

We're a nation with global responsi­
bilities. We're not somewhere else in the
world protecting someone else's interests.
We're there protecting our own.

I received a message from the father of
a Marine in Lebanon. He told me, "In a
world where we speak of human rights, there
is a sad lack of acceptance of responsi­
bility. My son has chosen the acceptance
of responsibility for the privilege of
living in this country. Certainly in this
country one does not inherently have
rights, unless the responsibility for these

rights is accepted." Dr. Kenneth Morrison
said that while he was waiting to learn if
his son was one of the dead. I was
thrilled for him to learn that his son Ross
is alive and well and carrying on his
duties in Lebanon.

Let us meet our responsibilities. For
longer than any of us can remember, the
people of the Middle East have lived from
war to war with no prospect for any other
future. That dreadful cycle must be
broken. Why are we there? What a Lebanese
mother told one of our Ambassadors, that
her little girl had only attended school
two of the last eight years. Now, because
of our presence there, she said her daugh­
ter can live a normal life. With patience
and firmness, we can help bring peace to
that strife-torn region -- and make our own
lives more secure. Our role is to help the
Lebanese put their country together, not to
do it for them.

Now I know another part of the world is
very much on our minds, a place much closer
to our shores: Grenada. The island is
only twice the size of the District of
Columbia with a total population of about
110;000 people.

Grenada and a half dozen other Carib­
bean islands here were, until recently,
British colonies. They are now independent
states and members of the British Common­
wealth. While they respect each other's
independence, they also feel a kinship with
each other and think of themselves as one
people.

In 1979 trouble came to Grenada.
Maurice Bishop, a protege of Fidel Castro,
staged a military coup and overthrew the
government which had been elected under the
Constitution left to the people by the
British. He sought the help of Cuba in
building an airport, which he claimed was
for tourist trade, but which looked suspi­
ciously suitable for military aircraft,
including Soviet-built long-range bombers.

The six sovereign countries and one
remaining colony are joined together in
what they call the "Organization of Eastern
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Caribbean States." The six became in­
creasingly alarmed as Bishop buH t an army
greater than all of theirs combined.
Obviously, it was not purely for defense.

In this last year or so, Prime Minister
Bishop gave indications that he might like
better relations with the United States.
He even made a trip to our country and met
with senior officials of the White House
and the State Department. Whether he was
serious or not, we'll never know. On
October 12th, a small group of his militia
seized him and put him under arrest. They
were, if anything, more radical and more
devoted to Castro's Cuba than he had been.

Several days later, a crowd of citizens
appeared before Bishop's home, freed him,
and escorted him toward the headquarters of
the military council. They were fired
upon. A number, including some children,
were killed and Bishop was seized. He and
several members of his cabinet were subse­
quently executed, and a 24-hour-shoot­
to-kill curfew was put in effect. Grenada
was without a government, its on 1y
authority exercised by a self -proclaimed
band of military men.

There were then about 1,000 0 four
citizens on Grenada, 800 of them students
in St. Georges University Medical School.
Concerned that they would be harmed or held
as hostages, I ordered a flotilla of ships,
then on its way to Lebanon with Marines -­
part of our regular rotation program, to
circle south on a course that would pu t
them somewhere in the vicinity of Grenada
in case there should be a need to evacuate
our people.

Last weekend, I was awakened in the
early morning hours and told that six
members of the Organization of Eastern
Caribbean States, joined by Jamaica and
Barbados, had sent an urgent request that
we join them in a military operation to
restore order and democracy to Grenada.

They were proposing the action under
the terms of a treaty, a mutual assistance
pact that existed among them. These small f

peaceful nations needed our help. Three of

them don I t have armies at all, and the
others have very limited forces. The
legitimacy of their request, plus my own
concern for our citizens, dictated my
decision. I believe our government has a
responsibility to go to the aid of its
citizens, if their right to life and
liberty is threatened. The nightmare of
our hostages in Iran must never be re­
peated.

We knew we had little time and that
complete secrecy was vi tal to ensure both
the safety of the young men who would
undertake this mission, and the Americans
they were about to rescue. The Joint
Chiefs worked around the clock to come up
with a plan. They had little intelligence
information about conditions on the island.
We had to assume that several hundred
Cubans working on the airport could be
military reserves. As it turned out, the
number was much larger and they were a
military force. Six hundred of them have
been taken prisoner, and we have discovered
a complete base with weapons and communica­
tions equipment which makes it clear a
Cuban occupation of the island had been
planned.

Two hours ago we released the first
photos from Grenada. They included pic­
tures of a warehouse of military equipment
-- one of three we I ve uncovered so far.
This warehouse contained weapons and
ammunition stacked almost to the ceiling,
enough to supply thousands of terrorists.
Grenada, we were told, was a friendly
island paradise for tourism. Well, it
wasn't. It was a Soviet-Cuban colony,
being readied as a major military bastion
to export terror and undermine democracy.
We got there just in time.

I can't say enough in praise of our
military - - Army Rangers and Paratroopers,
Navy Marine and Air Force personnel
those who planned a brilliant campaign, and
those who carried it out. Almost
instantly, our military seized the two
airports, secured the campus Where most of
our students were, and are now in the
mopping-up phase. It should be noted that
in all the planning, a top priority was to
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minimize risk, to avoid casualties to our
own men and also the Grenadian forces as
much as humanly possible. But there were
casualties, and we all owe a debt to those
who lost their lives or were wounded. They
were few in number, but even one is a
tragic price to pay.

It's our intention to get our men out as
soon as possible. Prime Minister Eugenia
Charles of Dominica -- I called that wrong,
she pronounces it Dominica she is
Chairman of OECS. She's calling for help
from Commonwealth nations in giving the
people their right to establish a constitu­
tional government on Grenada. We antici­
pate that the Governor General, a
Grenadian, will participate in setting up a
provisional government in the interim.

The events in Lebanon and Grenada,
though oceans apart, are closely related.
Not only has Moscow assisted and encouraged
the violence in both countries, but it pro­
vides direct support through a network of
surrogates and terrorists. It is no
coincidence that when the thugs tried to
wrest control over Grenada, there were 30
Soviet advisors and hundreds of Cuban
military and paramilitary forces on the
island. At the moment of our landing r we
communicated with the governments of Cuba
and the Soviet Union and told them we would
offer shelter and security to their people
on Grenada. Regrettably, Castro ordered
his men to fight to the death and some did.
The others will be sent to their homelands.

You know, there was a time when our
national security was based on the standing
army here within our borders and shore
batteries of artillery along our coasts.
And, of course, a Navy to keep the sea
lanes open for the shipping of things
necessary to our well-being.

The world has changed. Today, our
national security can be threatened in far
away places. It is up to all of us to be
aware of the strategic importance of such
places and to be able to identify them.
Sam Rayburn once said that freedom is not
something a nation can work for once and
win forever. He said it's like an in-

surance policy; its premiums must be kept
up to date. In order to keep it, we have
to keep working for it and sacrificing for
it just as long as we live. If we do not,
our children may not know the pleasure of
working to keep it, for it may not be
theirs to keep.

In these last few days, I have been more

sure than I've ever been that we Americans
of today will keep freedom and maintain
peace. I've been made to feel that by the
magnificent spirit of our young men and
women in uniform and by something here in
our nation's capital. In this city, where
political strife is so much a part of our
lives, I've seen Democratic leaders in the
Congress join their Republican colleagues,
send a message to the world that we're all
Americans before we're anything else, and
when our country is threatened, we stand
shoulder to shoulder in support of our men
and women in the Armed Forces.

May I share something with you I think
you'd like to know? It is something that
happened to the Commandant of our Marine
Corps, General Paul Ke lley , while he was
visiting our critically injured Marines in
an Air Force hospital. It says more than
any of us could ever hope to say about the
gallantry and heroism of these young men;
young men who serve so willingly so that
others might have a chance at peace and
freedom in their own lives and in the life
of their country.

I'll let General Kelley's words describe
the incident. He spoke of a "young Marine
with more tubes going in and out of his
body than I have ever seen in one body."

"He couldn't see very well. He reached
up and grabbed my four stars, just to make
sure I was who I said I was. He held my
hand with a firm grip. He was making
signals and we realized he wanted to tell
me something. We put a pad of paper in his
hand -- and he wrote 'Semper fl.'"

Well, if you've been a Marine or if,
like myself, you're an admirer of the
Marines, you know those words are a battle
cry, a greeting, and a legend in the Marine
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Corps. They're Marine shorthand for the
motto of the Corps -- "Semper Fidelis" -­
"always faithful."

General Kelley has a reputation for
being a very sophisticated general and a
very tough Marine. But he cried when he
saw those words, and who can blame him.

That Marine, and all those others like
him, living and dead, have been faithful to
their ideals, they've given willingly of
themselves so that a nearly defenseless
people in a region of great strategic
importance to the free world will have a
chance someday to live lives free of murder
and mayhem and terrorism. I think that
young Marine and all of his comrades have
given everyone of us something to live up
to. They were not afraid to stand up for
their country or, no matter how difficult

and slow the journey might be, to give to
others that last, best hope of a better
future. We cannot and will not dishonor
them now and the sacrifices they've made by
failing to remain as faithful to the cause
of freedom and the pursuit of peace as they
have been.

I will not ask you to pray for the dead
because they're safe in God's loving arms
and beyond need of our prayers. I would
like to ask you all -- wherever you may be
in this blessed land -- to pray for these
wounded young men and to pray for the be­
reaved families of those who gave their
lives for our freedom.

Lance Corporal Boulos entered the United states Marine Corps on September 27, 19fJ2.
Born on February 10, 1963, he was a resident of Islip where he was graduated from Islip
High School in 1981. In 1982, he was graduated from Suffolk County Community College and
then entered the service. He was assigned to Weapons Company, 1/8 Dragons, 24th MAU,
Detachment M, and was stationed in Beirut, Lebonon, as part of a multinational force on a
peacekeeping mission in an effort to help bring peace and restore stability in the Middle
East. He received the Certificate of Second Honorman, and the Good Conduct Medal, as well
as a Purple Heart from the United States Navy and Marine Corps. On October 23, 1983, he
died along with more than 200 of bis fellow marines in a terrorist bombing on their
barracks.

l1achinist Mate lie Butcher began serving in January of 1976 with the United states
Navy. Born on December 20, 1956, he resided in West Islip where he was graduated from
West Islip High School in 1975. Prior to entering the service, he was employed with
Macy's in Bay Shore. While in the Navy, he was assigned primarily to Seal Team 6, Naval
Special Warfare Group 2, and was stationed mainly in Virginia Beach, Virginia. He
belonged to part of a section of the Navy whose operations and locations were kept secret.
On October 23, 1983, he was killed in a parachute drop during the invasion of the island
of Grenada. He received various medals, and is survived by his wife, Lee, who lived just
outside the base in Virginia where Machinist Mate llc Butcher was assigned. In addition
to hi.s Wife, he is also survived by his mot.her, Patricia, two brothers, Keith and Kevin,
and two sisters, Kerry and Kathy.
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
